I've noticed, as I've preached through many of the Letters of
Paul with you over the years, that Paul did NOT lack for
words to his churches. He didn’t send out monthly or bi-
monthly letters as | do but, still, his Letters are so profound
that they, with the Gospels and the Revelation, form most of
the New Testament canon: the Letters to the Church
recognized as Inspired by the Holy Spirit to be the very
Word of God to us.

- a people of the Book. And so | can say, as Eugene
Peterson paraphrases Paul’s 2nd Letter to the
Thessalonians, “You need to know, friends, that thanking
God over and over for you is not only a pleasure; it's a must.
We have to do it. Your faith is growing phenomenally; your
love for each other is developing wonderfully. Why, it’s only
right that we give thanks. We’re so proud of you; you're so
steady and determined in your faith despite all the hard
times that have broadsided you. We tell everyone we meet
in the churches all about you.” (2 Thessalonians 1:3-4)
